1. INTRODUCTION (GENERAL PROVISIONS)

1.1. This Internal Control Program of “Financial Alliance” LLC for Anti-
Money Laundering and Combating the Financing of Criminal Activities
(hereinafter referred to as the "Program") establishes a set of measures aimed at
ensuring control and organizing monitoring to comply with the requirements of
the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic regarding combating the financing of
criminal activities and the legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds within
“Financial Alliance” LLC (hereinafter referred to as the "Company").

1.2. This Program has been developed in accordance with:

- The Law of the Kyrgyz Republic “On countering the financing of criminal
activities and the legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds” dated August 6,
2018 No. 87,

- The Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Kyrgyz Republic No. 739 of
November 14, 2025 "On measures to implement the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic
"On combating the financing of criminal activity and the legalization (laundering)
of criminal proceeds".

1.3. This Program has been developed taking into account the scope and
nature of the Company's activities in the financial market and transactions with
virtual assets within the territory of the Kyrgyz Republic, and is based on a risk-
based approach for the purposes of counteracting the financing of criminal
activities and the legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds (hereinafter
referred to as AML/CFCA). The Program is designed to assist the Company's
employees in organizing and implementing measures and procedures to identify,
record, and prevent:

- Transactions involving funds, virtual assets, and other property related to the
financing of criminal activities and the legalization (laundering) of criminal
proceeds;

- Transactions of an unusual nature that raise suspicion;

- Transactions with an elevated risk level in terms of CFCA/WMD/AML,;

- Involvement of the Company's employees in the financing of criminal activities
and the legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds, or in facilitating such
activities;

- Making appropriate decisions when establishing business relationships with
clients (as well as counterparties);

- Implementing a prudent personnel policy, ensuring a conscientious and
responsible performance by the Company's employees toward their functions and
official duties, preventing staff corruption among personnel and their involvement
in illegal activities related to the financing of criminal activities and the
legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds.

The Company identifies, assesses, documents, and manages the risks of financing
of criminal activities, proliferation financing of weapons of mass destruction, and
the legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds, taking into account client
categories, types of services provided, service delivery channels used, and
geographic risk factors, while also considering the results of the National Risk
Assessment and the recommendations of the authorized state body.

1.4. The primary objective of implementing this Program is to establish a
system of measures that enable the identification and prevention of the use of the
Company's mechanisms for financing criminal activities, the financing of the
proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, and the legalization (laundering) of
criminal proceeds when conducting transactions involving funds, derivative
financial instruments, and virtual assets.

1.5. The primary task of internal control in the field of CFA/ML is the
timely identification, analysis, documentation, and reporting, in accordance with
the established procedure, of information on transactions (operations) involving
funds, derivative financial instruments, and virtual assets that exhibit
characteristics of suspicious transactions or transactions subject to mandatory
control, which may indicate the possible preparation and/or execution of
transactions related to the financing of criminal activities, the financing of the
proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, or the legalization (laundering) of
criminal proceeds, as well as ensuring the adoption of appropriate response
measures in accordance with the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.

2. TERMS AND DEFINITIONS
2.1. For the purposes of this Program, the following terms are used:

ARM (Automated Reporting Module) — specialized software that enables
automated generation and submission of reports on transactions to the financial
intelligence unit (FIU).

Beneficial Owner — the individual(s) who ultimately (through a chain of
ownership and control) directly or indirectly (through third parties) owns or
controls the client, or the individual on whose behalf or in whose interests a
transaction (operation) is carried out.

Close Relatives — parents, adoptive parents, adopted children, full and half
siblings, grandparents, and grandchildren, for whom a national public official bears
financial responsibility, including coverage of living, education, healthcare, and
other necessary expenses

Verification — the procedure of checking the identification data of a client and/or
beneficial owner.

High-Risk Countries — states and territories (jurisdictions) that do not apply or
apply inadequately international standards on anti-money laundering (AML),
counter-terrorist financing (CTF), and proliferation financing of weapons of mass
destruction, as well as offshore zones.

Identification of Reportable Transactions — a stage in the organization of the
Company’s internal control for CFA/ML, which includes determining transactions
subject to control and reporting to the Financial Intelligence Unit in accordance
with the requirements of the normative legal acts of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Business Relationships — relationships between a client and a financial institution,
or between a client and a non-financial category of persons, arising from an
agreement (oral or written) to provide services for conducting a transaction
(operation).

Freezing of Transactions and/or Funds — prohibition of conducting a transaction
(operation) with funds and/or financial instruments and/or virtual assets, or the
transfer, conversion, disposal, or movement of any financial assets.

Identification — the procedure of establishing the identification data of a client
and/or beneficial owner.

Client — an individual or legal entity (organization), foreign trust, or legal
arrangement accepted for service or being serviced by a financial institution or a
non-financial entity, or with whom the financial institution or non-financial entity
establishes or has established business relationships.

Legalization (Laundering) of Criminal Proceeds — the process of giving a
legitimate appearance to the possession, use, or disposal of criminal proceeds
through actions (transactions or deals) involving the transformation (conversion)
or transfer of property, knowing that such property constitutes proceeds of crime,
with the purpose of concealing or disguising the criminal origin of the property or
assisting a person involved in a crime to evade liability; or the concealment or
disguise of the true nature, source, location, disposition, movement, or ownership

Suspicious Transaction — a transaction (operation) exhibiting one or more of the
following signs:

- there is suspicion or reasonable grounds to suspect that the funds constitute
proceeds obtained through criminal activity, including predicate offenses, or
are related to the legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds;

- there is suspicion or reasonable grounds to suspect that the funds are related to
financing of terrorists and extremists, terrorist and extremist organizations
(groups), terrorist and extremist activities, organized groups or criminal
communities, or the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction.

entities and the beneficial owner.

3.4.7. The Company re-identifies the Client and the beneficial owner if it has
information or suspicions about changes in the data proving the identity of the
Client or the Client's Representative, or that the identification was made on the
basis of invalid documents.

3.5. Verification of the beneficial owner.

3.5.1. The Company is obliged to take reasonable measures to verify the
beneficial owner using documents, or copies thereof, certified by a notary, and (or)
information obtained from reliable sources, allowing to establish the beneficial
owner.

3.5.2. The Company is obliged to verify the beneficial owner before or
during the establishment of business relations with the client or the client's one-
time operations (transactions), depending on the level of risk of the client.

- residence permit in the Kyrgyz Republic or a relevant document of the country
of residence, if it is provided for in the legislation of the non-resident client.

c) for stateless persons:

- a residence permit in the Kyrgyz Republic;

d) for refugees:

- certificate of registration of an application for recognition of a person as a
refugee;

- refugee certificate.

3.9. Client verification.

3.9.1. The Company is obliged to verify the client by verifying the accuracy
of the information provided in the questionnaire of the client - an individual or the
questionnaire of the client - a legal entity, using information and documents
obtained from reliable sources, within a period not exceeding five business days
after applying for opening a Brokerage Account/Account.

3.9.2. The Company is obliged to verify the client before or during the
establishment of business relations with the client or the client's one-time
operations (transactions), depending on the level of risk of the client.

3.9.3. When conducting an operation (transaction) carried out without the
presence of the parties or with securities, the Company completes the verification
of the client within 10 (ten) calendar days after the establishment of business
relations, if the risks are low. In these cases, the Company must apply internal risk
management procedures, including measures to limit the number, types and (or)
amounts of transactions (transactions), as well as to monitor large and complex
transactions (transactions), until the completion of client verification.

3.9.8. In addition to identifying the client, it is essential to study the
economic or professional activities of the client, as well as his income and sources
of assets. The Company studies the economic activities of its clients, guided by
the following principles and carrying out the following actions and activities:

- receives information from the Client before the start of cooperation in order to:

- to know the main directions of economic activity of the Clients;
- identify transactions typical for the client, according to the information
received.

- when carrying out operations on the Client's account, it is necessary to request
documents on the basis of which the operation is carried out, subject to verification
for compliance with the signs of a suspicious transaction and operation;

- The Company supervises operations carried out on the Client's accounts,
generates and updates data on the Client's business activities, considers the issue
of further cooperation with the Client, if such cooperation may damage the
reputation of the Company.

Copies of identification documents of the Client and the beneficial owner and
the information necessary for identification must be kept by the Company in the
Client's file for at least 5 years. The specified period is calculated from the date of
termination of relations with the client.

3.10. Purpose of payment and work with clients for AML/CFT purposes.

3.10.1. When conducting transactions through a Brokerage Account, the
client shall specify the purpose of payment and provide the Company with
supporting payment documents executed in accordance with the requirements of
the regulatory legal acts of the Kyrgyz Republic. In the event that the Company
has doubts regarding the economic substance and/or legality of a transaction, the
Company shall have the right to request that the client provide documents
confirming the legality and economic substance of such transaction. Such
documents may include invoices issued to the client, contracts entered into by the
client, payment documents (e.g., invoices, bills, payment orders), and other
supporting documentation.

3.10.2. The Company’s employee responsible for servicing the client shall
monitor transactions conducted through the client’s accounts. The Company shall
maintain an understanding of the normal and reasonable account activity of its
clients in order to identify transactions that are inconsistent with the client’s profile
and usual business activity.

3.10.3. The Company’s employee responsible for servicing the client shall
pay particular attention to transactions that lack economic or commercial rationale,
transactions involving large amounts of cash (e.g., exceeding the client’s average
transaction volumes), and other transactions that are inconsistent with the client’s
usual business practices.

3.10.4. For the purpose of identifying unusual or suspicious transactions, the
Company shall establish key indicators for such accounts, taking into account
general client information, including, but not limited to, the country of origin,
source of funds, type of transaction, and other risk factors.

3.10.5. In relation to unusual or suspicious transactions, the Company shall
determine whether the client is acting on behalf of another person and, if so, shall
take reasonable measures to obtain information necessary to identify such person
as the beneficial owner.

3.10.6. When identifying the beneficial owner in respect of legal entities,
particular attention shall be paid to shareholders, authorized signatories, and other

3.11.1. In order to combat the financing of criminal activity and money
laundering, the Company implements and applies a xommiexc of financial
monitoring procedures, including:

- KYC (Know Your Customer) — a set of measures for client
identification and verification, establishment of the beneficial owner,
determination of the purpose and nature of the business relationship, and
ongoing monitoring of client transactions;

- KYB (Know Your Business) — a set of measures for identifying and
verifying legal entities, analyzing ownership structure, establishing
beneficial owners, and assessing business reputation and the nature of
economic activity;

-  KYT (Know Your Transaction) — a system for analyzing and
monitoring virtual asset transactions aimed at assessing the origin of assets,
transaction history, and the risk level of digital wallets.

The above procedures form an integral part of the Company’s internal control
system.

3.11.2. Mandatory application of crypto-monitoring system
In compliance with regulatory requirements, the Company performs AML/KYT
screening of transactions and digital wallets using the state crypto-monitoring
system “Ranex”.

The Company ensures:

e screening of all incoming and outgoing virtual asset transactions;

e analysis of digital wallet addresses prior to execution of transactions;
e documentation of screening results and assigned risk levels.

3.11.3. Content of the KYT procedure
The KYT procedure includes:
e analysis of the origin of virtual assets;
e analysis of the transaction history of the digital wallet;
e automated risk scoring;
e identification of links to sanctioned addresses, terrorist financing addresses,
and darknet-related resources;
e detection of the use of mixers, anonymizers, and other high-risk services.

3.11.4. Application of enhanced control measures
The Company shall apply enhanced AML/KYT measures in the following cases:
detection of a high-risk level based on automated assessment;
execution of high-value transactions;
identification of links to sanctions lists;
connection with high-risk jurisdictions;
detection of transaction structuring (smurfing) or other suspicious transaction
patterns.
In such cases, the Company may suspend the transaction until completion of
additional verification.

3.11.5. Risks mitigated by the procedures.
The implementation of KYC, KYB, and KYT procedures is aimed at identifying
and preventing:

e money laundering involving virtual assets;

financing of criminal activity;
financing of proliferation of weapons of mass destruction;
participation in cash-out and fund concealment schemes;
use of anonymizing and obfuscation tools and services.

4. PROCEDURE FOR DETERMINING THE LEVEL OF RISK
OF THE CLIENT

4.1. The process of identifying and studying clients and beneficial owners
also includes determining the level of risk of the client financing criminal activities
and money laundering established by the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.

In this connection, the Company is obliged to:

- assess, identify, document and continually update risks, taking into account the
results of the national risk assessment and typical criteria for high and low risks;

-in accordance with the established procedure, provide information on the
identified risks to the financial intelligence body of the Kyrgyz Republic;

- develop and apply enhanced or simplified policies, as well as control measures,
procedures for managing and reducing risks.

4.1.3. The Company shall classify its clients according to risk levels (high,
medium, and low). At a minimum, the determination of risk level shall take into
account the client’s type of activity, geographic location (origin) of the client
and/or its business, as well as the transactions conducted, services provided, and
the purpose of payments.

4.14. Based on all information and documents obtained for the purposes of
client identification, verification, and due diligence, the Company shall assess the
level of risk of potential money laundering and terrorist financing associated with
the client. Such risk assessment shall be reflected in the client’s profile
(questionnaire).

4.1.5. The Company shall pay special attention and exercise enhanced
monitoring over transactions that are exposed to a high risk of money laundering
and terrorist financing, as well as transactions exhibiting suspicious indicators.

- request for additional explanations from the client regarding the rationale
or economic purpose of planned or executed transactions;

- obtaining approval from senior management or an authorized officer to
establish or continue a business relationship;

- enhanced and ongoing monitoring of transactions through both
automated and manual review, including analysis of payment purpose, in order to
identify suspicious transactions or transactions lacking apparent economic sense
or lawful purpose, and reporting the results to the AML/CFT officer and the
Company’s Management Board;

In other cases, the Company shall be guided by the approved list of criteria
(indicators) and the reference guide of suspicious transaction codes.

4.2.3. Assignment of a high-risk level to a client shall result in the
application of enhanced due diligence measures to effectively manage and/or
mitigate such risks.

4.2.4. The risk level shall be revised in case of changes in:

- the client’s type of activity, based on executed brokerage
transactions and/or virtual asset transactions;
- the client’s place of registration.

4.2.5. The risk level may be changed from low or medium to high as a result
of transactions conducted by the client during the relevant review period.
4.2.6. In the event that the client’s transactions are classified as suspicious,

the risk level shall be changed to “high” on the date of such classification and
submission of a report to the competent authority by the Compliance Officer.

All changes to the risk level shall be recorded by an authorized Company
employee in the client file, and the corresponding risk rating shall be assigned
accordingly.

5. OPERATIONS (TRANSACTIONS) SUBJECT TO CONTROL
AND REPORT

5.1. The Company establishes procedures for examining client activities to
identify criteria and indicators of possible involvement in financing criminal
activities, financing the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, and the
legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds, as defined by the regulatory legal
acts of the Kyrgyz Republic. To this end, the Company conducts ongoing
monitoring of its business relationships with clients, which includes the following
measures:

5.1.1. studying the transactions performed on the client's account to make
sure that the client's activity corresponds to the information available to the
Company about the client, his business and the level of risk for this client;

5.5. The Company shall take necessary measures to verify whether the
client or beneficial owner is included in sanctions lists or in lists of persons,
groups, and organizations suspected of involvement in money laundering, terrorist
financing, or proliferation financing, maintained and updated by the Financial
Intelligence Unit.

5.6. Employees of the Company’s structural units responsible for client
identification and detection of transactions exhibiting suspicious indicators, in
accordance with the procedure established by the Company’s internal regulatory
documents, shall inform the AML/CFT/CPF officer of all cases of identified
transactions exhibiting suspicious indicators.

6. PROCEDURE FOR SUBMISSION OF INFORMATION AND
DOCUMENTS TO THE FINANCIAL INTELLIGENCE UNIT

Basic training of employees of the Company is carried out in the following
forms:

a) introductory (primary) training;

b) unscheduled (targeted) training;

c) planned training.

9.3: Introductory (primary) training is conducted in order to familiarize

with the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic in the field of AML/CFCA and
internal documents of the Company on AML/CFCA.

94. Introductory (primary) training is carried out upon admission or
transfer to work in the compliance control service. After three months from the
date of admission or transfer of an employee, an assessment of the level of his
knowledge in the field of AML/CFCA is carried out.

9.5. Unscheduled (targeted) AML/CFCA training is provided in the
following cases:

- in case of changes in existing or ertry into force of new regulatory legal acts
of the Kyrgyz Republic in the field of AML/CFCA;

9.11. The Company annually develops a schedule for advanced training
and professional retraining of its personnel in the field of AML/CFCA, taking
into account the requirements of the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic in the
field of AML/CFCA, as well as the specifics of its activities, and no later than
December 15 of the current year send this schedule to the Educational and
methodological center of the State Financial Intelligence Service under the
Government of the Kyrgyz Republic for assessing training needs.

9.12. The Company must regularly, but at least once a year (according to
the schedule), send employees of the internal control service and other
employees working directly with clients, including the heads of the Company, to
an educational organization for advanced training and professional development.

Personnel training is carried out in the following cases:

10.1. The Company must refuse to open an account (conclude an
agreement) or conduct operations on the account to the client if:

- the relevant documents necessary to fulfill the requirements for opening an
account (conclude an agreement) and conducting operations on it, identifying and
verifying the client and the beneficial owner and carrying out other due diligence
measures of the client are not submitted;

- Clearly unreliable documents are presented.

At the same time, the Company must, in accordance with the established
procedure, send a corresponding message to the financial intelligence body within
one working day from the date of the decision to refuse to serve the client.

Also, within one working day from the date of adoption of one of the following
decisions:

- on suspension or termination of the established business relationship with the
client (denial of service) and termination of the concluded agreement with the
client;

- on refusal to carry out an operation (transaction).

10.2. If, when opening an account (conclude an agreement) or conducting
transactions on an account, the Company suspects that operations (transactions)
are related to the financing of criminal activities and the legalization (laundering)
of criminal proceeds, the Company must take the following measures:

- carry out identification and verification of the client and the beneficial owner,
regardless of any exceptions or established thresholds;

- send a report on a suspicious operation (transaction) to the financial intelligence
body within 5 (five) hours from the moment the operation (transaction) is
recognized as suspicious.

10.3. If the Company is convinced that due diligence of the client will lead
to the disclosure of information about the suspicions that have arisen, the Company
does not take measures for due diligence of the client and sends a report on the
suspicious transaction (transaction) to the financial intelligence body.

11. PROCEDURE FOR PUBLICATION OF THE LIST OF
PERSONS, GROUPS, ORGANIZATIONS IN RELATION TO WHICH

LEGALIZATION (LAUNDERING) OF CRIME PROCEEDS

11.1. The Consolidated Sanctions List of the Kyrgyz Republic is published
and posted on the official website of the financial intelligence body, in the "Lists"
section. The Consolidated Sanctions List of the Kyrgyz Republic is placed in the
form of an electronic database determined by the financial intelligence agency.
The structure and format of the Consolidated Sanctions List of the Kyrgyz
Republic are determined by the Financial Intelligence Unit.

11.2. The updated version of the Consolidated Sanctions List of the Kyrgyz
Republic and the order of the financial intelligence agency on making changes or
additions to the Consolidated Sanctions List of the Kyrgyz Republic are published
on the official website of the financial intelligence agency within one hour from
the date of signing this order.

11.3. The publication of the Consolidated Sanctions List of the Kyrgyz
Republic on the official website of the financial intelligence body is considered an
official publication.

11.4. Within three hours from the moment of publication on the official
website of the financial intelligence body of information on the publication of a
new version of the Consolidated Sanctions List of the Kyrgyz Republic, financial
institutions and non-financial categories of persons are sent relevant information
via electronic communication channels determined by the financial intelligence
body.

11.5. The officer responsible for AML/CFCA regularly monitors updates
on the official website and ensures that client data is kept up to date accordingly.

12. LIABILITY FOR NON-COMPLIANCE WITH AML/CFCA
12.1. Violation of the requirements stipulated by the Law of the Kyrgyz
Republic "On AML/CFCA", entails administrative liability in the manner
prescribed by the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.

13.2. The main tasks of the employees of the Company in the field of
combating the financing of criminal activities and the legalization of criminal
proceeds are:

- Participation in the process of identifying clients, studying their activities and
monitoring transactions;

- Participation in the process of monitoring client transactions to identify
transactions that are considered unusual or suspicious financial transactions/virtual
assets transactions;

- Elimination of the possibility of involvement of the Company and the
participation of its employees in the financing of criminal activities and the
legalization (laundering) of criminal proceeds;

- Ensuring reliability and safety in the field of AML/CFCA,;

- Protection of the business reputation and trademark of the Company.

13.3. This Program enters into force upon approval.

13.4. Changes and additions to this Program are approved by the General
Director of the Company.
